Objectives:
 Oral proficiency as well as reading & writing. Learn basic English commuication skills: Greetings, present & past tense, numbers, pronunciation of vowels, alphabet, verbs, nouns, pronouns. "Proper" English as well as "real world" (Colloquial) or "everday" U.S. English.

Materials:
 New Interchange Series by Jack C. Richards: 1) Students Book 2) Workbook. Also: Oral conversation practice; Blackboard instruction 

Introduction:
 Seeking a balance between "textbook" English as well as actual ability to speak and understand American English.

Development:
 Give lesson from written materials as well as questions that students may have ("How do you say...?")

Practice:
 Test students by 1) making them repeat oral instructions 2) Read/memorize phrases in textbooks and/or written on board 3) Close book/erase board, test for retention

Accommodations:
 First few minutes of class (5-10 minutes) in free conversation (greetings, etc.)

Checking For Understanding:
 Workbook 2, Fill in blanks in teacher generated questions/statements written on board, Random questions directed at students called upon randomly

Closure:
 Every class includes brief review of last class to test for retention,

Evaluation:
 Pop quizzes, oral quizzes, mid-term & final tests
